Peer-to-peer (P2P) file sharing network occupies a large portion of total Internet traffic, and one of the more popular Chinese P2P software in Mainland China, Hong Kong and Taiwan is Foxy. In early 2008, it became especially notorious in Hong Kong after the distribution of racy pictures of popular entertainment figures. Also in 2008, more sensitive documents (including commercial confidential and personal information) were published in Hong Kong.  Since 2006, however, sensitive information from the Taiwanese government had already been distributed through the FOXY network.  Unfortunately, detection of the Foxy network leading to identifying the uploader and removal of leaked/published information from the Foxy network represent difficult tasks.

This session focuses on (a) potential business risks associated with file sharing through Foxy, (b) ways to effectively detect Foxy network and leakage, and (c) demonstration of possible solutions for effective monitoring of the Foxy network and detection of uploader information.
Ricci Ieong (M.Phil, MA.(Arb), B.Sc., CISA, CISSP, ISSAP, ISSMP, F.ISFS., CEH) is the founder and Principal Security Consultant of eWalker Consulting Limited where he leads the IT security planning, IT security assessment, Digital Forensics Investigation, penetration test and IT audit project as well as security management solution design projects.  He is also a researcher in the digital forensics field, and recently published papers on Peer-to-peer forensics, Live Forensics, Log analysis area and a digital forensics investigation framework - FORZA. 

Previously, Ricci was the Security Lead of HPS Consulting & Integration in Hong Kong and Deputy Manager of ITPSA Security Services in HP and the HK e-Security Center.  Ricci is a founding member and secretary of the Information Security and Forensics Society of Hong Kong, and an active member of HTCIA (Asia-Pacific Chapter).
